Thanks for all the information. It’s always helpful when I can see and interact with other sites and pages that you’d like to mock. Before I create a proposal, I’d like to nail down the requirements and functionality in more detail to ensure that I understand your needs. I listed the main navigation in numbered bullets with various details, questions, and other levels of navigation under each. 
1. About Us

a. General Information about the Company (your services)

b. Biography of your father

2. Chateauneuf-du-Pape
a. Interactive Map (of France?)
i. Regions are hotspots on map that when clicked will reveal a list of all the vineyards in that region

1. About how many vineyards per region? This will help me determine how the map will be setup. In other words, will the vineyards pop-up in a small box over a region or will a much larger content section be needed to display the multiple listings?

2. What information do you need to store about each vineyard? Do you simply want to show the vineyard names or drill down to more information?
ii. In Grapes of Spain, it looks like the user can drill down from Regions to Wineries to Wines and each section has additional information. Do you envision your section to work like this?
3. U.S. Distributors

a. Interactive Map (of U.S.)

i. States are hotspots that when clicked will reveal a list of all the distributors in that particular state. Includes contact information for each distributor.

4. Portfolio

a. Wine producers, such as Bordeaux, Beaujolais, Jura, etc…

i. Each producer of wine has many bottles/types, such as Domaine Joël Rochette, Domaine des Champs-Grillés, etc…
1. Each bottle has a small description, such as Beaujolais-Villages, Regnié, Brouilly & Morgon and Beaujolais, etc…
2. Each bottle has a label (do these need to be downloadable in PDF or would you like to have thumbnails of each label next to the bottle?)
3. Some bottles have technical info sheets (PDF)
4. Some bottles have shelf talkers/case cards (PDF)

ii. Do you want to tie the wine producer and/or bottle back to the regions or vineyards?
b. Is this section the same as the POS you indicated in Grapes of Spain? Do you want a separate POS page?
5. Press Materials or News
a. May include the date, headline, and news article
6. Do you want a Find our Wines section?

7. Home

a. Do you have professional pictures that you’d like to feature on the home page? Would stock photos of people drinking wine suffice? Or, do you like the idea of rotating through all or some of the labels you carry?
8. Contact Us

a. Online form or just list your contact information?
General questions:

· Do you have an electronic database with all of your regions, vineyards, producers, and bottle collections?

· How often do you or will you need to update this information?

· Can you provide any strengths and weaknesses to the rejected site?
· Are you looking for clean and limited use of color like Grapes of Spain or would you like to see more colors, like Robert Kacher Selections?
· Can you provide some keywords or characteristics that describe your company?

I think that takes care of my questions, for now. Your responses will help me gauge whether we can get away with normal content pages or if we should create a database that stores the various levels of detail. The latter will require a lot of labor to create a custom interface for the content management system, but in the end we can do more with it and it should be cleaner and more organized.
